My educational focus has been on the use of digital technology—particulatly social media—as it relates to the
teaching of humanistic medical practice. My work has helped move the field from its initial exploratory phase into an area
of serious scholarship. I am sought out for my expertise, as evidenced by the invitation to join the Organizing Committee
for ‘The Doctor as a Humanist’ International Medical Humanities Project, supported by faculty from the Sechenov
Medical University (Russia), Pompeu Fabra University (Spain), Queen’s University (UK), and Johns Hopkins University

“The Doctor as a Humanist’ International Symposium (Spain), and to present talks/workshops (UK, Italy, Finland). I have
mentored over 65 individuals from around the world, with substantial recognition for my mentees—via awards,
conference presentations, competitive research funding, and >100 publications (at least half with mentee as first-author).
